By this letter we are submitting to your journal an original research manuscript that cover agriculture (crop and livestock) and climate change. The objective of the study was to conduct a new analysis of rural communities’ (who are mainly smallholder farmers) perceptions and responsiveness to climate disturbances in the Sahel region of Burkina Faso. The study randomly surveyed about 133 household heads in five villages in the Northern driest region of Burkina Faso. For the study, we used quantitative and qualitative research appraisal tools.  

From the results, we found that drought particularly is the main climate stressor that has disturbing impacts on household livelihood. So, local people perceived climate change has detrimental for their livelihood resources, and the impacts on their livelihood were reported by the study respondents. In addition, there are no many good strategies in place, as the study found that people adaptive capacity is very low, and they are more than more vulnerable to drought events. The study proposed to promote a supportive program or measure that will pack together best management of adaptation practices in the region as an integrated tool. Also, the study appeal for capacity building and sound policy and institutional support framework that may likely be able to deliver suited interventions to mitigate drought impacts on livelihood in the Sahel region.
